attraction.

Paul has worked as a photographer & graphic designer with the likes of the Sex Pistols, Jarvis Cocker, Pulp, 
Wrangler and Creep Show.  
Paul was a principle lecturer at Brighton University and contributes regularly to various music and design 
publications as well as being one of the Kingdom Project curators. 
 
The Kingdom Project is built on the foundation of Richard Booths legacy, we were tasked by him before his 
death to keep his story alive and to maintain a centre of art and rebellion in Hay-On-Wye. We salute his energy 
and sheer genius in reinventing a small border town in order to turn around its economic fortune putting it 
firmly on the International map as well as making it a place of inspiration for all those that pass through – as it 
remains today.
